Rabies Surveillance: 2006
•49 states reported cases of rabies
–Hawaii only “rabies free” state

–Overall incidence up 8.2% since 2005

•3 human cases; 6940 animal cases

–92% wild animals

•38% raccoons, 24% bats, 21.5% skunks, 6% foxes

–8% domestic animals

•Number of cat cases usually 3 –4 X number of dog 

or cattle cases

•PA had largest # of cases: 72; VA was 2nd with 62

•Shelbyville, TN: Confirmed case of rabies in a 3-yr old 

gelding stabled on the show grounds

•TN Dept of Health & CDC contacted >150,000 people 

who attended the event
